Certification that the Laws and Procedures of the XXX Tribe Meet the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Section 184 Indian Loan Guarantee Program (Section 184 Program) Guidelines 

Dear Ms. Dunyon:

In support of the XXX Tribe’s application for approval to participate in the Section 184 Program, I hereby certify, as Governor of the XXX Tribe, that:  

1. Under the laws of the XXX Tribe, it is the duty of the Governor to faithfully execute and enforce the laws of the XXX Tribe and to represent the Pueblo in relations with governmental and private agencies.  

2. The XXX Tribe Tribal Court has jurisdiction over leases, foreclosures, priority of liens, and evictions, within the territorial boundaries of the XXX Tribe. 

3. The XXX Tribe Tribal Court has authority to grant equitable remedies and to render decisions concerning leases, foreclosures, priority of liens, and evictions, and to issue writs, pursuant to the XXX Tribe laws.  

4. The XXX Tribe Tribal Council adopted a mortgage law on ___________, 2016, governing residential leasing, foreclosure, priority of liens, and evictions in the XXX Tribe.  The law is attached hereto.
5. It is understood that if eviction and foreclosure procedures are not enforced, the U.S.  Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) may cease making new loan guarantees for loans secured by leaseholds in the XXX Tribe.

6. Representatives of the HUD and of private banking institutions who are participating in Section 184 will have reasonable access to Tribal lands for the purpose of servicing and evaluating guaranteed properties, consistent with XXX Tribe law.  
7. Where a leasehold interest is offered as security for a Section 184 loan and where the loan agreement contains terms providing that the security interest will constitute a first lien on the leasehold interest, then that loan will be given first-lien priority by the XXX Tribe Tribal Court.  

8. XXX Tribe tribal laws regarding foreclosure, eviction and priority of liens that pertain to Section 184 and which affect substantial rights and liabilities of the parties to that loan shall remain in effect for that loan throughout the term of that loan.  The XXX Tribe will not revoke or alter the intended effect of those laws regardless of changes in tribal administration or staff.  

9. The XXX Tribe supports implementation of the Section 184 Program.
